     Self governance is an important part of the 
SSCPS experience.  Students are encouraged 
from an early

sion-making in 
the school.  
Each Level has 
its own regular 
“town meeting” 
where stu-
dents discuss 
community topics and make recommendations.  
Parents have an Association that meets monthly 
to talk about school issues. At those meetings 
parent work together to collectively support the 
school.

THE ENROLLMENT PROCESS 
FOR 2009 - 2010 

 
 

1. Request an enrollment packet or download 
it from our website (www.sscps.org./
admissions). 

2. Visit one of the School’s Open Houses or 
call to discuss the School’s program.  

3. Submit the application, birth certificate, 
current report card or transcript and   
parent letter (students in grades 7-12 also 
submit a resume). 

4. When an application is complete, the     
candidate’s name is entered into the      
Enrollment Lottery if there are more     
applicants than spaces in that grade.  To 
be placed in the Lottery, an application 
must be received by February 11, 2009   

5. The admission decision is communicated to 
the applicant by letter and phone call.  

6. The applicant must inform the school by 
March 5 of his or her decision to enroll.

Curriculum and Program of Studies 
     South Shore Charter Public School combines a tradi-
tional curriculum that is aligned with the Massachusetts 

Curriculum Frameworks with 
learning through projects and 
workshops.  In Kindergarten 
through grades six, classes are 
multi-age and the Core Knowl-
edge program is the foundation 
for the reading/language arts, 

history, science, and fine arts curricula.  In the multi-
age setting the younger students are exposed and in-
spired by the older students and the older students are 
given opportunities to teach the younger students.  Sin-
gapore Math, a program with proven international re-
sults, is the basis for the K-12 math curriculum and 
Spanish is offered in grades K-12.  Beginning in Grade 7, 
students follow a college preparatory program.  An aca-
demic plan is developed by the student, parent, & fac-
ulty advisor and is updated each year.  
     In the high school grades, SSCPS students continue 
on with the college preparatory program.  The program 
is augmented by travel, college courses, senior projects, 
art, and music.  Students become involved in the 
community beyond the school walls and learn about the 
importance of teamwork, communication, service and 
organization.   
     At SSCPS we expect our students to be able to ex-
press and integrate their 
learning into the life of 
our community.  Students 
at all grade levels are pro-
vided with opportunities 
to create, produce, and 
defend their work, col-
laborate in teams, and serve as student leaders.  Pro-
jects/workshops are year-long programs where stu-
dents take a leadership role in their education.  Stu-
dents also perform “Exhibitions of Mastery”,  demon-
strating their learning in front of their peers.  In addi-
tion, each Level regularly holds “town meetings” led by 
student-elected leaders.  These meetings give students 
a voice in the school and help them to become accom-
